Riding hats to PAS015, BSEN1384 or any higher standard in force on the competition date
must be worn at all times when mounted.

Body protectors to BETA Class 3 (purple label) and medical armbands are compulsory.
Competitors may not wear watches.

Competitors who are eliminated may continue, but must not obstruct other competitors.
Horses and ponies must be 4 years old or over. NO STALLIONS.

ABSOLUTELY NO TELEPHONE ENTRIES OR ENTRIES ON THE DAY.

WITHDRAWALS: Please email wrcht2010@live.co.uk or @ 07718 530553 for urgent calls
preferably between 7 and 8 pm ONLY. Entry fees will only be refunded on production of a
valid doctor’s or vet's certificate with SAE sent to the Entries Secretary.

Competitors must keep to flagged routes to minimise
damage to crops. Failure to do so will result in elimination.
